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Methodology

Democracy Corps conducted a web survey with 2,234 voters from August 1 to August 10, 2024, in the presidential, House seats and US Senate battlegrounds for the
2024 general election. The data include a base sample of 1,364 registered voters representative of the battleground states and Congressional districts overall, with
oversamples of 522 Black voters, 528 Hispanic voters, and 311 Asian American voters. The oversample data are statistically weighted to ensure the sample’s regional,
age, and gender composition reflects that of projected 2024 general election voters in the collective battleground.

The total data set of 2,234 registered voters (1,390 base sample plus 1,135 oversample of voters of color) were weighted down to an effective sample size of 1,000,
representative of the battleground states and districts. The sample used voter file data for proportions from Catalist on race, age, and gender, to ensure that difficult-to-
reach conservative subgroups by race, gender, and education were properly represented. The data are also weighted by cultural thermometers (NRA and pro-life
groups), to offset the bias of on-line panels. Finally, data are weighted by recalled 2020 Trump vote of white working class, white women, Blacks, Hispanics, Asian, and
young voters.

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Key Findings - 1

» Harris has amazingly achieved a 3-point lead in the battleground, despite 64 percent wanting a change in direction, fueled by high prices
and the cost of living, the border being out of control, and urban crime.

« That political and economic climate provide Trump and Republicans with an opportunity to play on their current advantages.
« But Harris is now viewed very positively compared to President Biden. Dual haters are no longer relevant.

« She has achieved an intense positive favorability and strong support among both liberal and moderate Democrats. And they are now
slightly more consolidated and motivated to vote than Republicans.

 Harris is running very well with Blacks, Asians, white millennials, unmarried and college educated women. Are women beginning to shape
this election? Still, she still could still run better with Hispanics and white Gen Z voters. They are key to her running better in Nevada and
Texas.

« The Trump loyalists are already off the chart in highest engagement. That may limit how many new voters they can bring in. Re publicans
who only “somewhat approve Trump, moderates and Cheney conservatives are holding back.

 Harris leads Trump on who will fight the elites, who is for women's rights, will battle climate change, is protecting against autocrats, and
democracy being secure. Climate is now a voting issue for Democrats and Trump's oil deal is part of the election contrast that puts
Republicans on the side of big oil buying power.

» The strongest attacks from Project 2025 are cutting Social Security, repealing ACA and and pre-existing conditions, and higher drug prices;
a national abortion ban, criminalizing abortion and blocked access everywhere; and civil servants replaced with MAGA Republicans.

Key Findings - 2

» The Harris narratives we tested from her speeches and ads tested stronger than the Trump narratives. Her talking about
progress Democrats made got heard. So did the Inflation Reduction Act saving you money; just as strong was her going
after the greedy big monopolies who are making super profits and taxing billionaires and being for an economy that works
for working people.

* Republicans are in the game because of the economy, border and immigration, and crime. They impact moderate
Democrats too. Voters fear Harris and Democrats winning means open borders and cities flooded. At the end of the
survey, Trump has a 10-point advantage on who is much better on the economy, 15 points on immigration and 17 points
on the border. They give Trump a shot.

» The survey shows strong border and crime messages. Those voters who heard the message held firm in their vote,
despite the power of the Republican attacks.

« Trump and Harris’ current overall messages test equally strongly, but it could readily evolve. In it, she understands and
battles for the middle class, but also wants to empower them. That means calling out the super profits and greed of the
big corporations who use their money to buy power. That means hitting big oil buying Trump on climate. It means making
the Child Tax Credit central to our story, while opposing Trump’s corporate tax cut and taxing billionaires. It also includes
clear action on crime and the border. It ends with “the middle class needs to call the shots again.”
